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On the contrary, the parts of the body that seem to be 

weaker are indispensable, and on those parts of the body 

that we think less honorable we bestow the greater honor, 

and our unpresentable parts are treated with greater  

modesty, which our more presentable parts do not require. 

But God has so composed the body, giving greater honor  

to the part that lacked it, that there may be no division in 

the body, but that the members may have  

the same care for one another.

To Fully Belong

Deep within the human soul is the desire to be 
wanted, to be valued, to matter. There is a pro-

found cry within each of us to fully belong. What does 
it feel like to fully belong? What does it truly mean? 
Imagine with me, for a moment, life within an au-
thentic community where the walls of our guarded 
hearts can come down, where honesty and accep-
tance reign, and where each person is valued for his 
or her unique gifts and abilities. Does this seem more 
fantasy than reality? According to author Robert M. 
Hensel, “there is no greater disability in society than 
the inability to see a person as more.” I invite you to 
dream with me as you read this book—to discover the 
heart of God anew and his plans for the Church to be-
come the pure spotless bride as promised in the book 
of Revelation. Can you picture a place where people 
gather in the name of Christ without discrimina-
tion—a place where the abilities of individuals are cel-
ebrated without comparison. All people are welcome, 
all people are embraced, all people fully belong.
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All too often, our churches have closed doors, 
raised curbs, stairs, and other obstacles that keep 
people affected by disability from attending and par-
ticipating. Unfortunately, it is not uncommon for 
a single mother of a child with autism to feel con-
fined to a solitary playground on Sunday mornings 
instead of attending church where she wants to be. 
Where does the former pastor who has become a 
quadriplegic through a tragic accident attend church 
when both physical and social ramps do not exist? 
Consider the young girl with spina bifida who des-
perately wants to believe that God loves her and has a 
purpose for her life, yet she is unable to find a church 
that welcomes her with open arms. What if, when 
we prayerfully consider how to make our churches 
more “attractive” to the community, we realized that 
there are many people who desire to attend if only we 
would remove some obstacles?

This is the heart of an Irresistible Church—to be 
a place where people are celebrated simply because 
they are created in the image of God and have an in-
dispensable place in the body of Christ. This type of 
church is defined as “an authentic community built 
on the hope of Christ that compels people affected by 
disability to fully belong.” An Irresistible Church finds 
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a way to remove obstacles and minimize hindrances, 
resulting in a wonderful mosaic of people with all 
abilities worshipping and serving God together. The 
boy with autism encourages others through his im-
pressive gift of memorization; the girl with Down 
syndrome makes every person feel cared for as she 
greets them at the door. The man who uses a wheel-
chair teaches youth group and shares his testimony 
of discovering God in the midst of great suffering. 
The young lady born blind leads worship using the 
beautiful voice with which God has gifted her. Is 
this not the church that Christ envisioned when he 
gave his life as a sacrifice? Is this not a church that 
would exemplify the love of Christ to a world sorely 
in need of a Savior? Is this not a church that provides 
the hope and encouragement we all need to make it 
through the day? Let us together build this church so 
that all may come in and know Christ.

Perhaps you are a pastor who received this book 
from a parent or volunteer at your church. This is 
not a condemnation or critique—it is a heartfelt plea 
to open the doors of your church a little bit wider so 
that people of all abilities might participate in fellow-
ship and worship together. I invite you into the won-
derful journey of disability ministry. It will be filled 
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with challenges and heartaches; victories and setbacks; 
sorrows and joys. You might be thinking, That’s a de-
scription of ministry in general. You are right! Disability 
ministry is just another beautiful expression of God’s 
love for his people. This type of ministry can be in-
timidating and foreign if you aren’t familiar with it—I 
know because I too am a pastor who simply didn’t get 
it until I was introduced to the vision and mission of 
Joni and Friends. Now, I see the need. And gratefully, 
God has transformed my heart to consider people af-
fected by disability in all I do. Disability ministry will 
completely change your heart; it will positively influ-
ence your walk with Christ, your sermon prep and, 
ultimately, the congregation you are called to lead. I 
invite you to embrace the world of fully belonging.

Perhaps you are a ministry leader or volunteer 
who is unsure about disability ministry. Becoming 
an Irresistible Church is more than a program or activ-
ity. It is about the heart of the leaders and the attitude 
of the church. It is about making space for people of all 
abilities to be fully included and celebrated in the life 
of the church. The Bible clearly speaks to this issue 
and commands us to care for those who have been 
marginalized. Thank you for your heart to lead and 
serve in this ministry—you are making a difference 
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simply by reading this book. Please allow the words 
on these pages to challenge and inspire you to serve 
families affected by disability well.

Perhaps you are a family member affected 
by disability. Allow me to encourage you that there 
is hope like never before within the church. God is 
starting a movement of churches across the world 
that are opening their hearts and doors to people af-
fected by disability. I pray that his grace would over-
whelm you today, and that reading this small book 
would provide a glimpse of the hope you have been 
searching for. Pray for your pastors, your leaders, 
and your church. Pray that the heart of God for your 
family washes over your church, and that God moves 
you from a place of marginalization to celebration. 

Together, we can see the church embrace peo-
ple of all abilties as God intends. This book pro-
vides a biblical foundation for disability ministry, 
speaks about how individuals affected by disability 
fit into the Body of Christ, and addresses the heart 
of pastors and ministry leaders. Are you ready to be 
stretched? Are you ready to assess your own heart 
and consider what God might be calling you to? 

Let us explore this calling and see the church 
become an agent of change as we reach the entire 
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community with the gospel. The truth is, we are all 
affected by disability. Whether personally, through a 
family member, or a friend...or maybe simply the un-
derstanding that sin is the ultimate disability. I am 
walking this journey alongside you—an enthusiastic 
pastor humbled by how God has opened my eyes and 
softened my heart. Thank you for joining the move-
ment to become an authentic community built on 
the hope of Christ that compels people affected by 
disability to fully belong. Thank you for endeavoring 
to become an Irresistible Church.

Are You Ready?
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A Biblical Foundation  
for Disability Ministry

Before considering any aspect of ministry, we must 
consider the heart of God. If our endeavors are 

not ultimately grounded in the Word of God, they will 
be based upon our strength and simply will not last. 
However, God’s Word accomplishes what he desires, 
and it will not return void (Isaiah 55:11). The Bible is 
our source of hope, encouragement, and strength. It 
reveals the heart of God and salvation through Christ. 
In the pages of Scripture, we hear his voice, and learn 
of God’s plans for our lives. It is here our journey to 
fully belonging must begin. Let’s take a look at a few 
passages of Scripture to lay a firm foundation.

Luke 14:21b, 23 – “Go out quickly to the streets and lanes 
of the city, and bring in the poor and crippled and blind and 
lame . . . and compel people to come in, that my house may 
be filled.”

There is much that we can learn from this 
parable. One purpose of Jesus sharing this 
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story was to reveal God’s desire for those who 
have been marginalized to be fully embraced 
and welcomed at the banquet table. Christ 
is using strong language to communicate 
how the church should function. It is inter-
esting to note that this exhortation includes 
the urgency to be done quickly. Christ tells 
us that we must intentionally reach out to 
those who have been marginalized and cast 
aside by society for his house to be filled. The 
church looks most like the bride of Christ 
when it is reaching, serving, and embrac-
ing the lost. Many of our friends affected by 
disabilities certainly fall into this category—
whether they have never heard of or received 
the gospel message, or they are followers of 
Christ looking for a place to fully belong. The 
leaders of the church must become the cul-
ture-benders that do not merely tolerate peo-
ple affected by disability, but rather welcome 
them into an authentic community where 
they may fully belong.

1 Corinthians 12:22 – “On the contrary, the parts of the 
body that seem to be weaker are indispensable.”

Are You Ready?
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How often do we let our own brokenness and 
humanity affect how we view and value others? 
I can relate to Samuel who was called to anoint 
David as the next king of Israel, but was tempted 
to anoint David’s big brother based upon his 
size and charisma. God constantly reminds me 
that it is more about heart and character than 
appearance. As we welcome the entire body of 
Christ into our assembly, the blessings gained 
are immeasurable. In this passage, Paul chal-
lenges our perspective of others, reminding us 
that everyone is created in the image of Christ. 
Therefore, their abilities carry far more weight 
than their disabilities. I deeply desire that as 
the body of Christ we would see people as God 
does, looking for ways to embrace and serve 
one other, rather than considering only what 
others might accomplish for us.

Blessings from God often arrive in unex-
pected packages. A young man who is non-ver-
bal might take longer to communicate a story, 
but it teaches us the valuable lesson of slow-
ing down to “listen.” A little girl with Down 
syndrome may love to hug and embrace every-
body around her without prejudice, bringing 
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a special joy to her church that is otherwise 
missing.

I was profoundly blessed when shortly af-
ter meeting my new friend, Alex, he asked if 
he could pray for me. Alex has cerebral palsy 
and, at times, it is difficult for him to make his 
thoughts known. As Alex prayed, I leaned in to 
discern the nuances of his speech. My person-
ality typically keeps me from standing in one 
place for too long, but I was captivated by the 
heart of this young man. His prayer stopped 
me in my tracks, focused me on Christ and left 
me in tears. I was humbled by his heart for God, 
and I learned in that moment the rich blessings 
I could gain through my friendship with Alex.

Ephesians 4:15-16 – “. . . we are to grow up in every way 
into him who is the head, into Christ, from whom the whole 
body, joined and held together by every joint with which it 
is equipped, when each part is working properly, makes the 
body grow so that it builds itself up in love.”

Again, we see that the heart of God is for the 
whole body to be joined, held together, and 
built up in love. This is simply not possible if 
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members of the body are excluded, whether 
through intentionality or lack of awareness. 
It would be a tragic misunderstanding if the 
phrase “working properly” somehow became 
an excuse to only include people who seem 
healthy or whole. According to David Guzik, 
“This means every part and joint provides what 
it can supply in a coordinated effort.” He also 
notes that “God wants us to see the church as a 
body, where every part does its share.”1 People 
affected by disability have purpose from God, 
provide value to his body, and are important, 
contributing  members of the church. We of-
ten do not realize that our churches are incom-
plete and that parts of the body are missing. 
However, as we allow everybody to fully be-
long, we cannot help but be blessed and en-
couraged as others are able to worship God 
and serve him in various ways. The church can-
not truly function as it should until it under-
stands the value of embracing those who have 
been shunned and marginalized by society.

2 Samuel 9:13 – “So Mephibosheth lived in Jerusalem, for he 
ate always at the king’s table. Now he was lame in both his feet.”

A Biblical Foundation for Disability Ministry 
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This is the ending of a powerful Bible story. 
You might be thinking, Who was Mephibosheth? 
Allow me to give you the highlights of his 
story:

•	He was the son of Jonathan, grand-
son of King Saul, and the heir to 
the throne of Israel according to his 
royal lineage

•	He had become disabled due to an 
injury as a child

•	He was homeless and in hiding be-
cause he feared that David, the new 
king, would have him killed

•	He was a societal outcast due to his 
physical disability and the relational 
tensions

So, how does Mephibosheth’s story relate to 
our calling of becoming irresistible? David 
modeled what it means to be an authentic 
community built on the hope of Christ where 
people affected by disability fully belong. 
When David learned about Mephibosheth, 
he found out where he was living and sent 
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for him (Luke 14). He spoke value, purpose, 
and love over Mephibosheth’s life (Ephesians 
4:15-16), and he fulfilled a promise made to 
his best friend, Jonathan. Mephibosheth was 
not tolerated or humored by David; he was 
celebrated, he was embraced, he was allowed 
to fully belong. May each of our churches be 
filled by the “Mephibosheths” of our com-
munity. May they be allowed to dine at the 
table of the king and share the value they 
possess (1 Corinthians 12:22).

1 Corinthians 12:12, 14 – “For just as the body is one and 
has many members, and all the members of the body, though 
many, are one body, so it is with Christ. For the body does not 
consist of one member but of many.”

Disability ministry is about coming alongside people 
affected by disability to serve, encourage, and cele-
brate their personhood. When we consider our phys-
ical bodies, it is amazing to see how God designed us 
to adjust when parts are missing or injured. There 
are countless stories of people overcoming the odds 
to find success in varying fields despite, and some-
times because of, their disabilities. Do our churches 
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provide the same opportunities to excel for individ-
uals affected by disability? Do we work to fully em-
brace all people and welcome them into the body of 
Christ? We are doing a disservice to people affected 
by disability, to our churches, and to God when we ex-
clude and marginalize parts of the body. The heart of 
the church is incomplete when it is unwilling to em-
brace and celebrate individuals affected by disability. 
Their absence might be a result of inaccessible facili-
ties or a lack of programs, but more often it is a heart 
issue within our churches. We naturally gravitate to-
wards those who think, talk, and act like we do, some-
times shunning those who are different. But when we 
do this, we fail to experience the beauty of learning 
from our differences. Consider the impact of serving 
on a missions trip in a foreign country. Often, the ex-
perience is heightened due to the cultural differences 
between nations. In the midst of serving people that 
we think are so different from ourselves, we learn that 
our similarities outnumber our differences. When we 
spend time with and listen to others, their unique 
perspectives, experiences, and feelings bring us great 
insight and expand our appreciation of life.

So, what can people affected by disability offer 
to our churches? I believe they offer the same things 
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that people not affected by disability might offer—a 
heart of worship, an understanding of God, and a 
commitment to pursuing Christ. Everybody has 
skills and talents, passions and gifts that contribute 
to the overall well-being of the church body. Having a 
physical or cognitive disability should, in no way, di-
minish this fact. The gifts of the Spirit are not limited 
to those who “fit in” with our programs and minis-
tries. They are not limited to those who might navi-
gate a church platform without assistance. They are 
not limited to individuals without sensory issues. 
Rather, “as each has received a gift, use it to serve one an-
other, as good stewards of God’s varied grace.” (1 Peter 
4:10, emphasis mine)

In addition, 2 Corinthians 9:8 (NLT) reminds us 
that “God will generously provide all you need. Then you 
will always have everything you need and plenty left over to 
share with others.” The body of Christ is complete when 
members are not only able to receive the gifts that 
God has for them, but to generously share those gifts 
with others inside and outside of the church environ-
ment. Too many of our churches are missing out on 
the abundant blessings that are wrapped within the 
lives of people affected by disability. We often see bro-
kenness suffering, and disability first – this skews our 
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ability to see the image of God in every man, woman, 
and child.

Jesus died on the cross for salvation – not just 
for the Jews, but for all people.  It is through his sac-
rifice that all are welcome, all are included, all are 
celebrated. It is worth repeating that everybody 
has purpose, everybody has dreams, and those who 
might seem weaker are truly indispensable members 
of the church. We are compelled by the God to make 
space for them; not merely a seat on Sunday morn-
ings, but by opening the doors to ministry, servan-
thood, and leadership. The body of Christ reflects 
God’s will when all people are evangelized and dis-
cipled by the Word and disability is not a hindrance. 
Let us come together, make every reasonable accom-
modation, and see our churches become the commu-
nity that God originally intended.

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The Body of Christ

The most basic definition of leadership is influ-
ence. Whether you are a senior pastor, a ministry 

leader, a volunteer, or a parent (or any combination 
of these), your leadership is about the people you in-
fluence and how they respond. Influence is powerful, 
and you have the capacity to make a difference for 
generations to come. Influence can be good or bad. 
In order to share God’s grace with those we serve, we 
must embrace his grace in our own lives. His grace 
paves the way for all people to be included, for all 
people to be welcomed, for all people to have a place 
of belonging in our churches. My prayer for myself, 
and for everyone reading this book, is that the grace 
of God will guide our leadership and our influence 
on others.

So, what are some of the ways that God might 
use disability ministry to influence your church, your 
families and your community?

•	Your Church�—We have already established 
that the church is not really complete unless we 
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are including and embracing people of all abil-
ities. The gospel is intended for every tongue, 
tribe and nation. Until our churches compel 
people affected by disability to fully belong, 
there will be a gap. The mission and health of 
the church is dependent upon everybody being 
able to not only experience God, but also to use 
their gifts to encourage and inspire others.

What if your church became known as a 
place that welcomes people affected by disabil-
ity? Perhaps your friends affected by disabil-
ity could serve as greeters and ushers, perhaps 
they could teach a class or lead a small group. 
It is not uncommon for individuals affected by 
disability to worship God with inspiring pas-
sion—could they remind the rest of your church 
what it looks like to worship for an audience of 
One? Regardless of what it might look like, the 
heart and character of your church will change 
for the better as all the members of the body 
fully belong.

I spent many years leading and directing 
church camps for both children and teenagers.  
These years were filled with powerful mo-
ments of worship, discipleship, fun, and life 
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transformation. I look back on that season 
with great fondness and appreciation for all  
that God did in the lives of thousands of kids 
and, by extension, their families. I now have the 
privilege of leading one of Joni and Friends’ 
Family Retreats. Family Retreat is one of the min-
istry programs at Joni and Friends where fam-
ilies affected by disability are able to come to 
receive respite, refreshment, and rest. We pro-
vide activities, worship, Bible teaching, and 
time to connect to others. It is a week where 
families are encouraged to not apologize for 
anything because they are embraced right 
where they are, and they are able to fully be-
long. After all my years of camp experience I can 
tell you this: what God does at Family Retreats 
affects me in a personal way far beyond any-
thing I experienced in my years of children’s 
and youth ministry. I have learned, and con-
tinue to learn, that suffering causes emotions 
to become more acute. Whether joy or pain, 
frustration or peace, when we have experienced 
deep suffering, our emotional experiences are 
forever changed. This causes highs to be even 
higher and lows to be even lower, but it also 
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allows for a bonding and friendship that go be-
yond the typical.

Each year, I come to Family Retreat with the 
intention to serve and bless families, but with-
out fail I walk away feeling like they blessed 
and encouraged me far more than I did them. 
When I witness uninhibited worship expressed 
through song and dance with no regard for 
what others might think, I am reminded that 
God cares more about my heart than my ap-
pearance. When I have a friend affected by dis-
ability pray for me, it brings tears to my eyes 
because it reminds me that our relationship 
with God is not inhibited by our brokenness. I 
spend far too much energy attempting to hide 
my brokenness while my friends simply ap-
proach God knowing that he genuinely loves 
them as they are. When I see pure joy radiate 
from parents as they witness their children ex-
perience love and acceptance, there is nothing 
this side of heaven that compares. I am privi-
leged to experience this slice of heaven for one 
week at a time during camp, but imagine what 
your church could look like if life is done to-
gether every week.

Are You Ready?
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•	Your Church Family�—Families affected by 
disability spend countless hours and energy 
navigating the education system, the medical 
system, the therapy system, and the list goes on. 
What would it look like if they could attend 
your church and not feel like there was a list of 
items to navigate? What if church was not an-
other place where they felt like a burden, but in-
stead was a place where they were loved, cared 
for and even celebrated?

Many families affected by disability that I 
have the privilege of doing life with are tired 
and worn out. They are weary of the pressure 
our society places on them, and exhausted 
from the energy it takes to navigate life with 
a disability. A simple task for me, like attend-
ing church, is often a big endeavor for families 
affected by disability. If they are not part of an 
Irresistible Church where they can fully belong, 
the effort to attend might outweigh the return 
on investment. I am constantly in communi-
cation with families who are desperate for a 
church community that will love them, work 
towards accessibility, and include them in all 
facets of church life. Does this take some work 
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on the part of the church? Absolutely, but how 
can we refuse to put forth the effort when we 
are talking about valuable people created in the 
image of God?

Simply by engaging in disability ministry, 
you speak value to the familes you serve. Your 
church becomes a place of hope, love, and peace. 
It becomes a place where the presence of God 
is experienced through tangible acts of service. 
Familes will feel safe. They will have a commu-
nity to turn to for prayer and support, as well 
as celebration and joy! And if your church is 
able to serve and welcome one individual or one 
family, the ripple effect will spill over to other 
family members and friends as they share their 
experience of being welcomed by the family of 
Christ. The eternal and lasting impact of this 
decision cannot be measured, but I know that 
it will influence generations of people for the 
kingdom of God. It leaves me in amazement 
to think of the potential impact of serving just 
one family!

•	Your Community�—There was a time when 
our churches were the physical center of every 
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community. Towns would build the church 
first and expand from there. What would it 
look like if your church was once again in the 
center of your community? Would you be a 
place where people felt more grace than crit-
icism? What if your church was known more 
as being for people than being against issues? 
Disability ministry has the potential to create 
such an impact that your community would 
truly miss your church if you were gone.

Our world needs the hope of Christ. All 
of the therapy, programs, networks, and other 
support tools for families affected by disabil-
ity pale in comparison to the gospel message 
and the opportunity to experience relationship 
with the God of heaven and earth. We become 
hypocritical when we preach a message for all 
people while closing the door to those who 
don’t “fit” our expectations. As God’s heart 
for the disability community permeates your 
church family, it can’t help but spill out to your 
community. Families would know where to go 
for prayer, for acceptance, for a place to fully 
belong. Your church would become a powerful 
advocate for the many people who have been 
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marginalized by disability. You would become 
the beacon of hope that so many families are 
desperately searching for.

Let’s see what some practical expressions of 
this community influence might look like.

A Heart for Community
The point of the gospel is offering salvation to the 
lost; those who are not right with God have the op-
portunity to be reconciled through Christ. Salvation 
is bigger than ability or disability; it is a sin issue. In 
the same way, our churches should determine how 
they can be welcoming to the entire community, af-
fected by disability or not. What does it look like when 
a church truly cares about their community? There 
is a frequently repeated quote in the church world: If 
your church closed or moved, would the city notice? 
How much influence or impact does your church 
have on your city, or does it connect only with those 
who are already Christ followers?

If the heart of the gospel is to “seek and save 
those who are lost,” then your church should be look-
ing for ways to make a difference in the community 
at large. It cannot be a club for believers, but ought 
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to be a place where Christ followers are trained and 
equipped to engage others with the message of sal-
vation and reconciliation. People affected by disabil-
ity are often an overlooked group that desperately 
needs the hope God provides. Will your church rise 
up to go out into the community and invite people 
affected by disability to dine at the table? Are you 
willing to lay aside your personal comfort or expec-
tations for your church in order to serve others who 
are without Christ?

A heart for the community looks for ways to 
come alongside people who are marginalized, pro-
viding support, encouragement, and resources. An 
Irresistible Church desires authentic relationship with 
the local community with the goal of sharing the 
hope of salvation. A heart for the community takes 
on the posture of Christ who laid aside his rights in 
order to perfectly serve a broken world through the 
cross. This is what God calls us to as members of 
his church. Disability ministry is simply a pathway 
to serve others, to open the doors of your church a 
bit wider, to compel people affected by disability to 
fully belong. A heart for the community does not ask, 
“Lord, should we?” A heart for the community de-
clares, “Yes, Lord. Here we are, send us!”
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Below is a list of potential community influence 
opportunities for your church to consider as God con-
tinues to transform your heart:

Sensory Movie Outreach – Partner with other local 
churches to rent out a movie theater in your area and 
hold a “sensory-friendly” movie event. Many theaters 
will be glad for the opportunity to better serve fami-
lies affected by disability and may only charge the ac-
tual rental fee for the film. At this type of event lights 
are generally left on, attendees are free to get up, move 
around, and interact with the movie. Churches can 
provide bags of goodies and snacks or other support 
resources for attending families.

Christmas Gift Giving – If your church provides a 
gift-giving event for families in need, try to include 
games, toys, and other Christmas items that are dis-
ability friendly. You may even consider opening the 
event early for families affected by disability—the op-
portunity to “shop” with smaller crowds and greater 
accessibility will be a valuable blessing to them.

Respite Events – A monthly night out for parents 
and caregivers can be a huge blessing to families and

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might provide an open door for them to eventually 
attend church. In the Irresistible Church book We’ve 
Got This! you will find details and practical training 
tips for churches to begin and expand respite events. 
Consider inviting youth and college groups to serve 
as buddies during the event. Other groups in your 
church might be willing to provide a dinner or other 
practical helps for parents. Ideally, local churches will 
network with one another, providing respite events 
on different days or weeks so that families affected 
by disability have multiple opportunities for respite.

Church Holiday Events – When hosting special sea-
sonal events, many churches open their doors early 
to the disability community. These kinds of events 
could include Harvest Festivals, School’s Out Parties, 
Easter Egg Hunts, or Christmas Celebrations. An ex-
tra hour or two designated exclusively for families 
affected by disability allows the crowds to be less 
overwhelming, increasing their chance of enjoying 
the experience. An additional idea for Easter would 
be to provide “audio Easter eggs” for children with vi-
sual impairments. These eggs chirp or beep, allowing 
everybody to participate in and experience the hunt.

Video Welcome – You can work with your church 
staff or volunteers to create videos of what to expect 
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at church. This kind of video might include a tour 
of the church building, introductions of key people, 
and clips from various classes or worship services. 
These videos can be posted on your website for all to 
see. Social stories are a wonderful tool to accom-
pany these videos and can help to ease anxiety for 
those planning to attend for the first time.

Practical Helps – Many families affected by disabil-
ity could use help with chores, home maintenance, or 
even driving assistance. Similar to providing meals 
for families with a newborn baby or a family mem-
ber in the hospital, providing practical help is a tan-
gible expression of Christ’s love. Church members 
can come alongside families affected by disability to 
wash their cars, perform household chores, and pro-
vide car maintenance.

Use of Facilities – If your church has a large build-
ing or multipurpose facilities, consider how sports 
fields, gymnasiums, and rooms could be used for 
the benefit of the disability community. Could your 
church provide rent-free options to day programs, 
thereby building a wonderful bridge between your 
church and your local community? Sporting events, 
awards ceremonies, parent support groups, and inde-
pendent service providers could benefit greatly from 
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this type of partnership, thus providing even greater 
support and community for families. Not only does 
this serve the greater community, it also provides a 
simple way for families to come onto church prop-
erty that may otherwise never visit.

Community Collaboration – You can partner with 
local disability service groups in the areas of art, 
theater, job training, and placement. With these or-
ganizations you can host dance recitals, theater pro-
ductions, and employment programs. You might 
even look for existing providers who are interested 
in opening a day program or employment program 
at your church facilities during the week.

Special Olympics – Recruit and send members of 
your church to serve as coaches for your local Special 
Olympics leagues or other similar organizations 
within your community. Consider hosting a BBQ or 
other gathering to celebrate athletes before or after 
a competition.

Dances and Proms – Check with your local YMCA, 
Boys & Girls club, or other civic organizations to see 
if they are willing to partner with your church to host 
a special dance or social night. Connecting with lo-
cal high schools and colleges for volunteers can be a 
great idea.
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The Heart of a Leader

As God calls and equips leaders, he is  looking for 
those who reflect his heart and communicate 

it well to those he or she leads. Perhaps you feel like 
Gideon who was probably glancing over his shoulder, 
frantically searching for somebody else when the an-
gel declared, “The Lord is with you, O mighty man of valor” 
(Judges 6:12).  Gideon was unable to see how he could 
possibly make a difference in the face of such opposi-
tion, but it was more about what God saw in Gideon 
than what Gideon saw in himself. Perhaps you feel 
like David who was anointed at  a young age but had 
to wait for what must have felt like eternity to fulfill 
the promise of becoming king. May I encourage you 
not to allow hindrances, struggles, or time pull you 
away from the heart of God for people affected by dis-
ability. Perhaps you relate best to the apostle Paul who 
was busy with his own agenda when God intersected 
his life in a powerful and transformative way. I person-
ally relate to Paul. I was a pastor who had no under-
standing of disability. When God called me to serve at 
a week-long family camp my heart was touched and 
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transformed by a young boy named Danny. Danny 
had Down syndrome, and I was his “buddy” for the 
week. When it was time to say goodbye, I realized that 
I would never be the same and that God was clearly up 
to something in my life. Has disability affected your 
family or friends to the point where you feel you must 
do something about it? Honestly, it doesn’t matter 
where you are as a leader or how you best identify 
with disability ministry. I pray that ultimately your 
cry echoes Isaiah when he submitted to God by sim-
ply stating, “Here I am! Send me.”

Learn the Needs
I was single and in my twenties when I enthusiasti-
cally began serving in full-time ministry. I was a chil-
dren’s pastor who knew everything. Sadly, it took me 
quite some time, and courage on the part of a few par-
ents, to help me realize that I was not truly meeting 
the needs of the families I was called to serve. Despite 
all my passion and energy, I had missed the mark. 
Why? Because I had never bothered to ask the fami-
lies what their needs were. I turned my assumptions 
into facts and built my ministry paradigm on this 
faulty foundation.

Thankfully, by the grace of God, I slowed down 
and began to listen. I formed a parent advisory team 
for the children’s ministry, and we began to prayer-
fully reshape the direction and style of the ministry.

Many years later, I was blessed to attend the 
wedding of a young lady who I pastored through 
her elementary school years. As I watched her and 
her beloved exchange their vows, I was humbled 
to see the fruit that can come when we are will-
ing to set aside our own agenda and do things 
God’s way.

As leaders, we must take time to hear from those 
we are called to serve. Whether or not you are person-
ally affected by disability, it is far too easy to assume 
that we know what is best. This is partly because of 
pride, and partly becuase it is simpler and quicker to 
build something based upon assumptions. It takes 
time and energy to gather input from others and 
make changes based on their suggestions, but the 
process is worth it. Ask questions, listen, and ask 
God for wisdom to read between the lines when nec-
essary. This doesn’t mean that every thought and 
opinion from every individual should be acted on, 
but it does mean that we must listen and make ev-
ery reasonable accommodation as we serve others.
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In your effort to learn the needs of the families 
in your church, remember that each family will have 
unique needs. Be careful to work against any tenden-
cies to lump people into groups based upon disabil-
ities or other factors. Ministry will be more effective 
and sustainable with a personal focus, rather than re-
lying on labels. As trust is built and families feel safe, 
they will connect more personally to your church and 
begin to invite their friends into the same experience. 
I believe when we go slowly and make ministry more 
about people than programs, we will be amazed by 
how God works in and through our churches.

God’s Heart
2 Peter 3:9 declares “the Lord is not slow to fulfill his 
promise as some count slowness, but is patient toward 
you, not wishing that any should perish, but that all 
should reach repentance.” The heart of God is that all 
would come to know him and his saving grace. This 
is not limited to those without disability, but is a free 
invitation to people of all abilities. In light of this, we 
must recognize the heart of God and live accordingly.

First, God is most concerned about our relation-
ship with his Son, Jesus Christ. He is not worried 
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about our finances, our work or, any other compo-
nent of life except within the context of how it relates 
to his Son. If God is this concerned about the souls 
of all people, should we not strive to have a similar 
focus? Our churches should always be about the gos-
pel before anything else. Disability ministry without 
an evangelistic heart becomes well-intentioned child-
care, youth program, or adult small group, but lacks 
an imperative eternal perspective. See John 3:16, 
Romans 5:8, and 1Timothy 2:4 for more biblical in-
sight on this topic.

Second, God calls each of us to a life of righteous-
ness, not because of our good works, but as an outflow 
of the grace that God pours into our lives (1 Peter 1:16, 
Deuteronomy 6:17-18, Matthew 5:6, 1 Timothy 6:11). 
Do you believe that this calling applies to everybody? 
Can an individual profoundly affected by disability 
still live a life of righteousness? Absolutely! Many of 
my friends affected by disability have a much better 
understanding of living in God’s grace than I may ever 
have. Perhaps disability compels them to lean on God 
more. Maybe disability helps them realize what is truly 
important. I am not sure of the exact reasons, but I 
have much to learn from my friends in this area. I am 
not ashamed to implore you—will you please join me 
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in working to ensure that our churches provide teach-
ing and discipleship for all people?

Finally, God has a specific purpose for each of our 
lives (Philippians 2:12-13, Romans 8:28, Jeremiah 1:3, 
Jeremiah 29:11). Ultimately, this purpose is to glorify 
God, thereby advancing the kingdom of God in the 
lives of those around us. Purpose is not about skills, 
talent, ability, or anything else that I might possess. 
Purpose is about the God-ordained reason for each 
individual life. Our purpose is not to gather money, 
go to school, or even to have a family. While God may 
include these things in our lives, our purpose is to 
bring glory to God by doing what only we are able 
to do. As Jesus said, “In the same way, let your light 
shine before others, so that they may see your good 
works and give glory to your Father who is in heaven” 
(Matthew 5:16).

Unfortunately, we often confuse “purpose” with 
“skill” or “talent.” We can make the assumption that 
good works must be accomplished or achieved to ful-
fill our purpose. This is a dilution of how our pur-
pose might give glory to God. Consider the story of 
the man born blind in John 9. While religious lead-
ers argued about who to blame for his condition, 
Jesus provided a profound response in terms of our 
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good works. Jesus shared that the man’s purpose, in-
cluding his blindness, was for the works of God to 
be displayed in his life, creating an opportunity for 
people to see and believe. As I studied this passage, 
I experienced a profound shift in my understand-
ing when I realized that the man’s disability was the 
means by which God’s glory was displayed. From this 
story, I think we can conclude that a person’s physi-
cal or cognitive disability can be seen as a good work 
that will bring glory to God! This is a complete re-
versal of how we typically view suffering and disabil-
ity. I must be completely honest though: I am not at 
a place where I can embrace this view of disability 
yet. Not even close! But I am drawn to this story and 
compelled to see my friends affected by disability as 
Jesus does. Truthfully, we are all affected by disabil-
ity in some manner, and we have all been created to 
give God glory. The struggle in combining these two 
facts arises when disabilities are more overt and visi-
ble, prompting a level of awkwardness and tempting 
me to forget that all people are created in the image 
of God. This concept of God’s glory in our weakness 
completely changes my understanding of purpose 
and has the potential to radically shift how I view, 
pray for, and interact with those who cross my path.

Allowing vs. Embracing
I have held various positions in pastoral ministry 
since 1997: children’s and youth ministry, young 
adults ministry, and teaching pastor. Over the years, 
there were many times when a family affected by dis-
ability attended our church. Gratefully, God gave me 
the eyes to see that individuals affected by disability 
were not a hindrance to ministry, and I tried to make 
whatever reasonable accommodations I could to in-
clude them. For example, one young boy, Corey, was 
nonverbal and a wheelchair user. The first day I met 
him and his mother, she asked with great hesitation 
if I was the children’s pastor and if there was a place 
for her son. I enthusiastically replied yes to both ques-
tions, and we ensured that Corey had a spot in the 
front row so that he was able to see when the other 
kids stood up for worship, games, and other activi-
ties. Corey was part of our ministry for years, and to 
this day his family is still an active part of the church.

While this seems to be a very positive story, it per-
sonifies the idea of “allowing” people affected by dis-
ability to attend church. I never considered ways that 
Corey could serve. I never reached out to his family 
beyond Sunday mornings. I never worked to provide 
a platform where everyone in the children’s ministry 
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could see Corey’s abilities before we saw his disabil-
ities. While I would have never considered asking a 
family to leave church because of their disabilities, I 
also never considered the great value that they could 
contribute to the body of Christ.

Stick with me while I explain this concept of “al-
lowing vs. embracing.” Allowing might mean that 
while your church has programs for individuals af-
fected by disability, their meeting space is in a back 
room, out of the way. Embracing on the other hand, 
might mean that your church leadership intention-
ally looks for ways that people affected by disabil-
ity can interact with everybody and influence others. 
Allowing can become focused upon the details of a 
program while embracing is all about relationship 
and doing life together. Allowing is often dependent 
upon the schedule and convenience of those who 
serve. Embracing is about sacrificial love and prefer-
ring others before ourselves.

When I applied for my current role at Joni and 
Friends, I realized that I had never even heard of 
or considered disability ministry before. Over fif-
teen years of full-time ministry and I had not once 
thought about how many families were unable to at-
tend church because of disability related obstacles. 
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Over the course of my time working at Joni and 
Friends, my perspective has changed. This shift hap-
pened primarily as I served during and eventually be-
gan leading a Joni and Friends Family Retreat—a week 
of respite and summer camp for families affected by 
disability. Through these experiences God has gra-
ciously moved my heart from “allowing” to “embrac-
ing.” Embracing means that everybody has a place 
at the table, everybody has a gift to share, everybody 
has a purpose to fulfill. It is much more about re-
lationships than programs. In the church world, we 
often confuse activity with ministry, and at the end 
of the day we are just busy. The call for an Irresistible 
Church is to assess our hearts, to do all that we can 
to welcome all families regardless of their abilities or 
limitations . . . and if we are able, to have a formal pro-
gram that serves specific needs related to disability.

May I challenge you to not be content to simply 
“allow” people affected by disability in your church? 
Your life, your church’s life, and the lives of people 
affected by disability will all be richer when “embrac-
ing” is the norm. We are all better together, and it 
starts with the heart, attitude, and atmosphere of 
our churches.

Are You Ready?
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Are You Ready to  
Fully Belong?

As you may recall, an Irresistible Church is defined 
as “an authentic community built on the hope 

of Christ that compels people affected by disability 
to fully belong.” I am friends with a married couple 
who, to me, embody the definition of being Irresist-
ible.They radiate the heart of God in such a joyful and 
contagious manner that I can’t help but laugh and 
smile when I am around them. They pray for me, they 
love me, and they make me feel like family when I am 
in their home. Would it surprise you to learn that 
both of them are deaf? What if you knew that they 
have two sons with severe autism and a daughter who 
was recently diagnosed with ADHD?

Most people in our culture would likely look at 
this family with pity and sympathy, expecting that 
they have many needs and nothing to offer. And 
while they do have many needs, they also have much 
to share with those around them.They are filled with 
the grace of God and compassionately seek ways to 
love and be generous towards others. They live out 
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the definition of Irresistible every day, and I believe 
they know and experience God in a far more personal 
way than I do. I often wish I could be more like my 
friends and less like myself! I will not tell you that 
the transformation to become Irresistible is simple or 
even desirable many days. Far too often, I am content 
in my self-focused life doing things as I have always 
done. Yet I know that God has called me into more. 
He has called me into authenticity, and vulnerabil-
ity, and to live a life reflective of all that his Son has 
done for me. Regardless of the role you have in min-
istry, he has the same call for you. Don’t be afraid to 
ask yourself hard questions, let the Spirit guide you 
as your heart undergoes surgery, and enjoy the bless-
ings of becoming irresistible on a very personal level.

Several years ago, I was preparing to preach the 
welcoming message as the director of Family Retreat. 
I was interrupted during worship by a leader who 
hurriedly shared with me that one of our campers 
was in the off-limits lake. I didn’t fully understand 
what she meant, so I looked over the porch of the 
sanctuary to lake. Seeing the still, calm water I be-
gan to fear the worst. Quickly, I removed my shoes, 
sunglasses, cell phone, and lapel microphone as the 
worship leader was instructed to “just keep playing 
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songs . . . the speaker isn’t ready yet!” I splashed into 
the water, still scanning the surface with no success 
of spotting our swimmer. Finally, his head broke the 
surface of the water about fifty yards out, clearly hav-
ing the time of his life. I swam out to him as quickly 
as I could (wishing I was in better shape), and after 
what felt like an eternity, my new friend and I landed 
back on the beach.

Knowing that he was safe, and that our worship 
leader was probably out of songs, I ran to my room 
and changed quickly. I was trying to pull my thoughts 
back, trusting that God would remind me of what 
I had prepared to share. As I approached the sanc-
tuary, I ran into the mother of my new friend. She 
was about to drive away from camp. Tears streamed 
down her face as she attempted to share how she was 
convinced that this was simply one more instance 
where her family was a greater bother than a bless-
ing. I assured her that everything was fine, and that 
we loved her family. A distressed look came over her 
face as she realized the director was the one who had 
pulled her son out of the lake. She apologized over 
and over until I finally interrupted her, “You are no 
longer allowed to say, ‘I’m sorry.’ This is a week with-
out apologies. We are family, and family loves and 
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serves without hesitation.” It became our motto for 
that week of camp that no family would have to apol-
ogize for any perceived inconvenience on their part. 
God never fails to take our stories of brokenness and 
transform them into tales of redemption, healing, 
and hope. That week became a wonderful memory 
for my new friend and his family, and years later God 
is still very clearly at the center of their lives.

To fully belong means that we are loved, embraced, 
and celebrated—regardless of our circumstances. It 
means that our disabilities and weaknesses are not 
criticized, or even seen as something to be fixed, but 
rather embraced as a part of who we are. While often 
seen as cliché, it is so very true that God’s strength is 
made perfect in our weakness. The church is not in-
tended to be a place where we revel in and boast about 
our perceived strength. Rather, it is a place where the 
broken, humble, lost, and marginalized may come to-
gether in a wonderful assembly that embraces people 
as they are, reflecting the gracious love that God has 
given to each of us. Where we lack, let us trust that 
God will fill the gap, both by his Spirit and by our 
church family. Where we are strong, let us trust that 
God will provide us opportunities to serve others. To 
fully belong means that we can be transparent with 
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our struggles and our hurts without worrying that 
others will criticize or ask us to leave. It means that 
our churches become sanctuaries where we see ability 
before disability, grace before rebuke, and love above 
all. It is this heart and attitude that will transform our 
churches into places that overflow with the grace of 
God and move our churches back into the center of the 
community. Doesn’t that sound irresistible?

God is on the move, and we see flashes of Irresistible 
transformation across the globe. Disability ministry 
will change the landscape of your church because it is 
not about a program, it is not about a staff position, 
and it is not about providing services. It is about being 
the body of Christ and truly loving people. There are no 
pretenses, qualifications, expectations, or standards in 
an Irresistible Church to receive the love and grace of God. 
The doors are wide open, and we simply say, “Come!”

My prayer is that you are beginning to see the ne-
cessity and beauty of embracing disability ministry. 
According to 1 Corinthians 12, the body of Christ 
is comprised of many people with unique gifts. The 
body would not function properly if we were all the 
same or each had the same giftings. This is not a mat-
ter of value or importance. I am not better because I 
am not affected by disability, neither are my friends 
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better than me because they are affected by disability. 
Christ compels each of us to consider others first and 
to prefer others above ourselves. I believe that our 
churches are majorly missing out unless our doors 
are open so wide that all people, regardless of abili-
ties or disabilities, truly feel welcome.

Are you ready to join me on this wonderful jour-
ney? Will you allow God to pierce your heart, make 
you Irresistible, and then help you to influence oth-
ers to join in as well? The journey will be filled with 
tears and laughter, heartache and celebration, confu-
sion and victory. But what life and ministry doesn’t 
include these elements? At the end of the day, Christ 
died on the cross so that people from every walk of 
life would be included in his family, including those 
affected by disability. Throughout Scripture, God 
commands us to pay special care to people who have 
been marginalized by society (James 1:27, Galatians 
2:10, Luke 14:12-14), and to build our churches as 
authentic communities that compel all people, in-
cluding those affected by disability, to fully belong.  
I dream of a day when formal disability ministry is 
no longer needed because we are simply the church, 
fully embracing and valuing all people, regardless of 
abilities or disabilities.
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Becoming Irresistible

Luke 14 commands Christ followers to “Go quickly . . .  
find the blind, the lame, and the crippled . . . and compel 
them to come in!” While this sounds inspiring and daunt-
ing, exciting and overwhelming, motivating and frighten-
ing, all at the same time, what does it actually mean? How 
do we live and function within the church in such a way 
that families affected by disability are compelled to walk 
through our doors to experience the body of Christ?

We can certainly compel them by offering programs, 
ministries, events, and other church activities, but what if 
the compelling aspect was more about heart, culture, ac-
ceptance and embracing? What if our churches were over-
flowing with the hope of Jesus Christ . . . a hope not simply 
for those who “fit in” or look the part, but rather a hope to 
all, including the marginalized, downtrodden and outcast?

Becoming Irresistible is more than programs and activ-
ities—it is about a transformational work in our hearts . . .  
first as individuals and then as the body of Christ. Irresistible 
allows us to see each individual as he or she truly is: created 
in the image of God (Genesis 1:26-27), designed purposely 
as a masterpiece (Psalm 139:13-14), instilled with purpose, 
plans and dreams (Jeremiah 29:11), and a truly indispens-
able member of the kingdom of God (1 Corinthians 12:23). 
An Irresistible Church is an “authentic community built on 
the hope of Christ that compels people affected by disabil-
ity to fully belong.” It is powerful for a person to know that 
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he or she is fully welcomed and belongs. Irresistible cap-
tures the heart of the church as it should be—how else do 
we explain the rapid growth and intense attraction to the 
church in the book of Acts? The heart of God was embod-
ied through the people of God by the Spirit of God . . . and 
that is simply Irresistible!

The Irresistible Church Series is designed to help not 
only shape and transform the heart of the church, but also to 
provide the practical steps and activities to put flesh around 
the heart of the church—to help your church become a place 
for people to fully belong. Thank you for responding to the 
call to become Irresistible. It will not happen overnight, but 
it will happen. As with all good things, it requires patience 
and perseverance, determination and dedication, and ulti-
mately an underlying trust in the faithfulness of God. May 
God bless you on this journey. Be assured that you are not 
alone—there are many on the path of Irresistible.
